
	MARC PROGRAM RESPONSIBILITIES - These are not negotiable!

	Each Fall and Spring Semester:
	Initials

	Maintain a minimum course load of 15 credits per semester.
	

	Maintain a minimum 3.2 cumulative grade point average.
	

	Participate in on-campus research in your mentor’s lab.  The amount of time you will spend in the laboratory will be determined by your faculty mentor, but is expected to be between 15-20 hours per week.
	

	Enroll and consistently attend and participate in the MARC 2 credit course (HON 421) each Fall and Spring semester.
	

	Submit monthly reports on your research activities, signed by you and your mentor by assigned deadline.
	

	Present your research at an off-campus professions science conference once per year as determined by you and your mentor. The MARC Program will NOT pay for travel if you DO NOT submit a 1st-authored abstract and present your research. (Contingent upon available funds.)
	

	Participate in outreach presentations/activities to local area high schools, the Chemical Olympics, etc if the opportunity is offered.
	

	Participate in workshops throughout each semester.
	

	Interact with 2 visiting scientists when the opportunities are available
	

	Develop, complete, discuss with mentor a Personal Development Plan and keep it updated. Submit copy to MARC office.
	

	Write a Senior Thesis for an Honor’s degree
	

	Take the Graduate Record Examination (GRE) course and provide copies of your scores to the MARC Program. 
	

	Apply to a minimum of 7 graduate schools or summer research internships (depending upon whether you are a junior or a senior) by the end of Fall semesters and provide copies of these applications to the MARC Program Coordinator (Foster Room 465).
	

	Present a 1st authored poster/oral presentation detailing your research project at the annual on-campus Undergraduate Research and Creative Arts Symposium (URCAS) each Spring semester.
	

	First Summer:
	Initials

	Other than the weeks between Spring semester and June 1st, scholars are expected to remain on-campus and participate daily in the following throughout the summer.  Scholars must discuss time off with mentor & MARC Program Director. Any course taken must be approved by mentor & MARC Program Director. 
	

	Conduct on-campus research from June 1st through the beginning of the Fall Semester (40 hours per week).
	

	Consistently and daily attend and participate in Bioethics & Biostatistics Seminars and Debate during month of June.
	

	Work with Mentor and produce a 4 min video on the research in your lab to be shared on the MARC website. Due June 30
	

	Second Summer:
	Initials

	Participate in an 8-10 week off-campus summer research internship program, as determined by you, your mentor, and the MARC Program Director.
	

	Submit a three or five page summary of your activities during your internship upon your return.
	

	Formally present your summer research project during the Fall semester in the MARC class (HON 421).
	

	Additional Notices:

	Once a year you will be given a “MARC Program Yearly Survey” that you will need to fill out and email back to the MARC office. (By keeping a copy on your computer, you can add to it as you go along.)
	

	After graduation, keep your email updated with the MARC office in order to facilitate the 20 year tracking as mandated by NIH.
	

	Please note:  Federal rules prohibit simultaneous acceptance of support from MARC and Basic Education Opportunity Grants (check with your financial aid advisor to see if this applies to you).
	

	Complete the NIH online eRA commons Statement of Appointment form.  You will receive an email from eRA commons for the Statement of Appointment.
